THE IMPACT OF THE OPIOID CRISIS ON A COMMUNITY

The terms “opioid crisis” and "opioid epidemic” are used to describe the increase in
opioid overdoses and deaths in the United States. Urban areas are particularly
susceptible and Philadelphia is no exception. This forum will focus on the
Kensington neighborhood, located in North Philadelphia and considered the
epicenter of the opioid crisis in the City. Kathleen and L.J. will give an overview of
the neighborhood, the quality of life issues facing the surrounding community, the
resources available to those who are addicted and the ongoing challenges of
expanding access to treatment. This is an important discussion that affects us all.

Kathleen Barron is a Fellow in the American College of HealthCare Executives. She
received her MBA from Temple University and has worked in an administrative
capacity for over 40 years at Episcopal Hospital, which is located in the heart of the
Kensington Community.

L.J. Rasi is a licensed social worker who received his MSW from Temple University.
He has worked at Temple University Hospital, Episcopal Campus for 20 years
serving the Kensington area in a variety of positions.
