SUNDAY SCHOOL UPDATE 
 

We offer classes for two different age groups—one for children ages 3 through 2nd grade 
(room 212) and another for children in grades 3 through 7 (room 201). Both rooms are 
directly adjacent to the chapel. 
 

Our curriculum for both age groups, based on the Montessori method of learning, comes 
from Godly Play, using visual elements to hear Bible stories and then inviting children to 
express themselves by creating art or building and shaping things.  
 

Godly Play is designed for children both to experience God and to find ways to express 
their faith experiences. The rhythm of Godly Play is more like worship than school and 
children are able to explore what they have experienced.
