COVER ART Andrei Rublev, The Trinity (or The Hospitality of Abraham), 15th century. The 
most famous work created by Rublev (late 1360s-late 1420s) and the most famous of all 
Russian icons, this work is widely regarded as one of the highest achievements of Russian art. 
The Trinity depicts the three angels who visited Abraham at the Oak of Mamre (Genesis 18: 
1-8). The angels are seated at a table where sits a cup containing the head of a calf. The 
figures are arranged so that the lines of their bodies form a full circle; the middle angel and 
the one on the left bless the cup with a hand gesture, and the figures gaze into eternity in a 
state of motionless contemplation. In the background Rublev shows Abraham’s house, a tree 
representing the Oak of Mamre, and a mountain seen as Mount Moriah. This rich 
symbolism is interpreted as an icon of the Holy Trinity—in 15th century Russia, this was seen 
as the embodiment of spiritual unity, peace, harmony, mutual love, and humility.
