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COVER ART Stephan’s Quintet, 2022, image via the Webb telescope, NASA, ESA, CSA, 
STScI. With its powerful, mid-infrared vision, the Mid-Infrared Instrument (MIRI) shows 
never-before-seen details of Stephan’s Quintet, a visual grouping of five galaxies. MIRI pierced 
through dust-enshrouded regions to reveal huge shock waves and tidal tails, gas and stars 
stripped from the outer regions of the galaxies by interactions. It also unveiled hidden areas 
of star formation. The new information from MIRI provides invaluable insights into how 
galactic interactions may have driven galaxy evolution in the early universe. 
 

Together, the five galaxies of Stephan’s Quintet are also known as the Hickson Compact 
Group 92 (HCG 92). Although called a “quintet,” only four of the galaxies are truly close 
together and caught up in a cosmic dance. The fifth and leftmost galaxy, called NGC 7320, is 
well in the foreground compared with the other four. NGC 7320 resides 40 million light-
years from Earth, while the other four galaxies (NGC 7317, NGC 7318A, NGC 7318B, and 
NGC 7319) are about 290 million light-years away. This is still fairly close in cosmic terms, 
compared with more distant galaxies billions of light-years away. Studying these relatively 
nearby galaxies helps scientists better understand structures seen in a much more distant  
universe. 
 

This proximity provides astronomers a ringside seat for witnessing the merging of and  
interactions between galaxies that are so crucial to all of galaxy evolution. Rarely do scientists 
see in so much exquisite detail how interacting galaxies trigger star formation in each other, 
and how the gas in these galaxies is being disturbed. Stephan’s Quintet is a fantastic 
“laboratory” for studying these processes fundamental to all galaxies.
